Thinking of having Kindle upload your book?
Here’s a quick YouTube video on how that’s done. But it looks easier than it is. Kindle uses its own cryptic software. You usually submit in Word, thus you must leave out graphs and images. If you send it in HTML and there are conversion errors, here’s their validator that might show you what to correct. Or you might use their formatting guide. Don’t plan on this being a big money marketing font.

Your book printed and sold before you finish your coffee?

In the last newsletter I talked about EBMs, those Express Book Machines that print your book’s text and cover simultaneously, then collate, glue, bind, and trim the paperback while you watch! I told you I’d check out the pricing details of the SelfExpress. Here it is.

The Express Fee Schedule divides books into small paperbacks (5x8, 6x9) and large paperbacks (7x10+). When books are sold to U.S. retailers, you will earn the retail book charge times the LSI discount (say 50%) minus the print costs. For small pbs, that’s $2.30 if the book is 48-104 pages, or $ .90 per unit plus $0.013 per page for books 108-740 pages. For a 162-page $19.95 book, then, you would earn $8.37 ($19.95 x 50% - $.90 and $.702 [54 x .013] per book), or 42% of the list price. 

For large pbs, 48-104 pages, $3.24 per unit, and for books 108+ pages, $1.30 per unit + $.018 per page. Signing up is free through LightningSource. They will send you an EBM Addendum (to your contract) which you then fax to (615) 213-4725. That gets all your LSI POD books listed in that EBM catalog, downloadable.
